QUALIFICATIONS OF BIDDERS

A.
Contractor must be licensed by the City of Mobile. 

B. Where required by State Law, State Contractor’s license is required.

C. Except for contracts funded in whole or in part by funds received from a federal agency, preference shall be given to resident contractors on the same basis as the nonresident bidder’s state awards contracts to Alabama contractors bidding under similar circumstances. Therefore, non-resident bidders shall submit with their bid a written opinion of an attorney at law licensed to practice law in the non-resident bidder’s state of domicile as to preferences granted by that state to entities doing business in that state when letting public contracts.

SECURITY DEPOSIT

Bids shall be accompanied by a Bid Security in an amount not less than 5% (percent) of the bid price or a certified check in an amount not less than 5% (percent) of the bid price.  No Bid Security is required on Bids less than $10,000.00

PERFORMANCE ASSURANCE AND INSURANCE

The accepted Bidder shall provide a Performance Bond and Labor & Material Bond, each equal to Contract Amount, if contract amount is $10,000.00 or higher.  The accepted Bidder shall also provide insurance as required in the General Conditions, except that Builder’s Risk Insurance is not required.
