eluchsl , 2008, is hereby adopted as the “Property Maintenance
Code of the City of Mobile.”

SECTION TWO: A copy of this ordinance shall be published pursuant and
according to law, after its adoption, but it shall not be necessary for the said 2003
International Property Maintenance Code to be published in a newspaper, nor
shall the same be spread at length upon the Minutes of this Council, but this
Grdmance shall be recorded in said Minutes. '

public interest of health, safety and welfare.
