Step Two: Traffic Safety Analysis

The Traffic Engineering Department will complete
traffic engineering studies for the submitted
locations. The resultsdm this study will indicate
if traffic calming measures are suited for the
street. The study will also be used by the Traffic
Engineering Director to help se& priorities for
installations. Funding for traffic calming will be
the responsibility of the City Council
Representative of your district.

If the residents and the Traffic Engineering
Director agree that a traffic circle is the most
suitable measure wse, the residents will be ab)
to select landscaping from an approved plant list.
This will require the residents to maintain the
planting area of the traffic circle. If the residents
do not want this responsibility, the inner circle
will be paved.

Residnts can meet with the Traffic Engineering
Department to discuss traffic issues, the traffic
studies that have been completed, the types of
traffic calming measures that are available, and
the procedures for installing traffic calming in
their area.
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
